The building known as “El Palacio de Zambrano” was owned by the miner Juan José Zambrano and later became 

the headquarters of the Durango State Government for more than 150 years. The Palace was given to the Institute 

of Culture of the State of Durango to house the museum. Extraordinary exhibition of collection objects and history. 

This museum transports us, thanks to all its rooms, to the colonial era, a transcendental time in the Americas and 

the Christianization of the colony. This museum contains touches of “mystery” and surprise enough to project the 

splendor and Christian influence and faith. A museum cannot the only one of its kind in the north of the country!

We visit the region and towns that are the birthplace of the Centauro del Norte. The region includes four municipalities 

in the heart of the state of Durango. Coneto de Comonfort, Nuevo Ideal, Canatlan, the Mennonite colony and San 

Juan del Rio. As well as the emblematic spot of La Coyotada where the birthplace and growing place of Pancho Villa 

is located. Tourist attractions such as: The Cañón de Catedral, is formed by the San Juan River, it is located in the 

community of Ignacio López Rayón. The Paso Artesiano del Sauz de Abajo well, which has thermal waters. The 

Convent and Church of San Francisco, dating from the XVII and XVIII centuries. The General Francisco Villa 

community museum located in La Coyotada, and the Casa de Cultura that houses the San Juan en la Historia 

community museum. Valleys, ravines, mountains, rivers, mines and hot springs make its nest. A place of warm and 

friendly people with a gastronomy where the art of good bread, as well as the preserves and candies made from 

walnuts are the delight of locals and passers-by. Only 45 minutes north of the capital towards the city of Parral 

Chihuahua, Durango shows us how much it has been appreciated by foreigners such as John Wayne, mythical 

Hollywood actor, who, without being a coincidence, made a residence and film set in these places.
