During this pedestrian tour we will visit the Cathedral, which has the tallest towers in the country, also the 

Palafoxiana Library, which was the first public library on the continent. We will continue through the facade of 

the Municipal Palace, a historic monument of Renaissance characteristics; the Chapel of the Rosary, admiring 

its decoration covered with 23k gold laminate; the Street of Sweets, where we will find various stores offering 

popular and rich traditional sweets and the Craft Market "Parián", where we can buy beautiful typical crafts of 

Puebla. We will finish in the Historical Zone of the Forts, site of the Battle of Puebla, where we will admire great 

panoramic views of the city, as well as the Mausoleum dedicated to General Ignacio Zaragoza.

the typical costumes of Atlixco. We will begin our ascent to the Cerro de San Miguel, in the middle is the 

Franciscan Convent; if you wish, we will reach the top where we will know the swing of the hill, with an excellent

Later we will arrive to Chignahuapan, 

where we will know the process of elaboration of typical Christmas spheres of the site, besides admiring the 

monumental image of 13 meters high of the Virgin of the Immaculate inside its temple. We will finish visiting 

the Mudejar kiosk and the monument to Capulina, as it was the birthplace of this famous comedian.
